The " Babm n Bab i e~" hold a hi gh position in th e admiration of Wellesle\' . The 
re~ults of t he yea r prove this beyond the shfidrnc of possibl e di spute. The ~ultitud e 
stands in envy. Statistics co uld easil)' be compil ed to show how many hours of 
sleep ha ve been lost by the fai r inmates of " the college" whil e they have puzz led 
ove r " wicked lines" which have been strung out b) the knights fromvVellesley Hills. 

Throughout the yea r the le has been dissent at the Institute regarding th e 
s)'stem of grad ing which is in use. These g rad es a re used in connection with 
comments, but are often a t varianc.e \I 'ith th ern. \ Vh)' not drop th e system of 
g rad ing and resort to clear and pointed comments ?

Let Wi tak e the liberty to genera lize. Acco rdin g to the th eory of opposll1g 
va lues. a ba lance must be r efi l'iu' d between restri cti on and fleedom . In a business 
institution the students are supposed to he ab le to cO!l duct th emse lves in a proper 
mann er. I t mi ght not prove adv i,able, th e refo re. to attempt too much restricti on . 
This. howeve r, app lies to th e future. 

I t mil )' be interesti ng to note that th e Facult), has passed a rul e prohibiting 
students from li vi ng ou tsid e of th e tOI\'l1ship of \Vell esley H ill s. I t is possible that 
such a ru le ma)' prove necessar)' at , orne fut u re time , but we fai l to see Il'he re such 
a rule is necessa r)' at the present. T hi s is, hO\l'ever. a ltogether a matter for Faculty 
judgment.
